Weekly Points: Eighty percent (80%) of the course grade will be determined by the following four categories: (The remaining twenty percent (20%) will be determined by the final exam)
· Homework: Section review questions 30 points & test review 10 points
· Classwork/Journal: Points each week will vary between 20 to 40 points
· Weekly Test: Twelve total tests each worth a maximum of 100 points.
· Personal Finance Project: 200 points.
Homework: “All homework will be collected at the door the first day of the week (with the exception of week#1 9/13/11).  Once you enter the classroom, your assignment will be late.  No latework will be accepted!!  Late assignments will receive zero points!  Please note: “No name, no credit.”

Homework assignments for the trimester: Each week we will cover 3 sections from the textbook.  At the end of each section there are between 7 and 8 section review questions.  You are responsible for answering five (5) questions from each section for a grand total of 15 section review questions per week.  Please note the following:

Each question is worth 2 points, which means that each week there are 30 points worth of section review questions. 
· Points will be ducted for: wrong answers, incomplete answers, unclear answers, unanswered questions, and other reasons seen fit by the teacher. 
· The questions you choose to answer for points are up to you. 
· Please note, these are review questions, you CAN NOT review if you have NOT read the section. 
· Please read the section before you answer the questions.  DO NOT short change the learning process!!
Additionally, each week you will receive a test review, which is worth 10 points.  It will be graded on completeness.

Homework Example (from Ch#1 sec#1 p.10)

3.) The fundamental economic problem is scarcity, which is the condition that results from having unlimited wants and limited resources.
 
Journal: “Students are required to keep a journal of the various activities completed in class. Students will be graded on the quality and content of their journal on a regular basis.”
Journal assignments for the trimester: Each journal will be comprised of at least 2 parts, daily opener (warm-up activity) and daily class notes.  Each complete journal will be worth a maximum of 5 points.  Each day, you are expected to be working on your journal when the bell rings, except test day, when the day will begin with the test instead of the warm-up.  Warm-up questions must be answered with complete answers.  Please note the following:

· Part A is the warm-up activity.  Normally you will be reading a short section from the textbook or a recent news article and answering a few questions on what you read.  We will discuss the article and discuss the answers before moving on to the day’s first activity.

· Part B is the daily lecture notes.  You are expected to keep record of the daily lecture, but please DO NOT copy the lecture notes word for word!!

· Part C is the hands on activity and or film that reinforces the days main concepts. 

· Each Journal MUST be clearly labeled with the Journal# and the date.

· Journals will be collected at regular frequency.  You are responsible for having your journal each day and present it when it is collected.

Tests: “Weekly tests will be held on the first day of the week at the beginning of the hour (with the exception of week#1 9/13/11).  All tests will be timed and will be comprised of the material covered the previous week.”

Since the ACT/MME tests are timed tests, we will be following the same format.  Each test will be comprised of approximately 25 questions and will be timed.  Please note the following:

· Questions will be multiple choice and will be answered on Class A.  

· You should bring a pencil on test day.  (If you use pen, first answer is final answer.)

· You MUST include your test# on your Class A form.  No number, no credit.

Make-up Tests:  Tests missed because of an excused absence MUST be made up in accordance with school policy. Tests missed as a result of suspension MUST be made up upon return. Tests missed as a result of unexcused absence CAN NOT be made-up. ALL make-up tests are essay. Make-up tests are held at 7AM.

OSS/ISS:  If you are suspended from school for whatever reason and for whatever length of time it is YOUR RESPONSIBILITY to go to the class web-site mrmilewski.com and make-up the work you missed.  The work you missed is due the day you return at the beginning of class.  A test missed as a result of suspension MUST BE made-up at 7AM the day you return.
