· One final note, the first two weeks of the program, each school must stay out of cities of other club schools, (Wyandotte, Riverview, Gibraltar, Grosse Ile, Southgate, and Dearborn Heights) the last two weeks the entire area is open to everyone. So take care of your city first.

Oar sale:
