WINTER 2011

Course Objective:  This one-semester elective course is designed to help the student acquire an understanding and appreciation of significant revolutions of the Modern World (1500-present) including the changes in art, politics, society, philosophy, technology, religion, and science.  The impact that these changes have had upon contemporary civilizations is also included.

Course Content: The course will cover the following three units and the material presented within each chapter as follows: 


Unit IV. Early Modern Times


Chapters: 14, 15, 16, and 17


Unit V.  Enlightenment and Revolution 




Chapters: 18, 19, 20, and 21.


Unit VII.  World Wars and Revolutions


Chapters: 27, 28, 29, 30, and 31.

Course Activities: Our class objectives will be achieved through a variety of activities including: critical reading/writing assignments, cooperative learning, dramatization, action projects (group/independent research), documentary films, and guest speakers. 

General Class Requirements: Students are expected to read assignments, do homework, keep a notebook, take quizzes, and tests based on the textbook and assigned supplementary materials. Each student will be required to complete special projects as assigned by the teacher. 

Classroom Rules: 


1.) Respect others. 


2.) Follow directions the first time they are given. 


3.) Raise your hand and wait for permission to speak. 


4.) Stay in your seat unless you have permission to do otherwise. 


5.) Be in your seat when the bell rings.


6.) Sit in your assigned seat daily. 


7.) Textbooks must be covered at all times.

Homework:  All homework will be collected at the door the last day of the week.  Once you enter the classroom, your assignment will be late. No latework will be accepted!! Late assignments receive zero points!  Please note: “No name, no credit.”  Assignments can be found online at: http://mrmilewski.com
Tests: Tests will announced at least 3 school days prior to the exam.  Study guides will be collected at the door the day of the test. Test will be held on at the beginning of the hour.  All tests will be timed and will be comprised of the material covered during the time frame from the previous test.

Make-up Tests:  Tests missed because of an excused absence MUST be made up in accordance with school policy. Tests missed as a result of suspension MUST be made up upon return. Tests missed as a result of unexcused absence CAN NOT be made-up. ALL make-up tests are essay. Make-up tests are held at 7AM.

Classwork: Classwork is due at the end of the hour in which it is assigned. Any work turned in after the class period in which it was assigned will receive zero points.

Journal:  Students are required to keep a journal of the various activities completed in class.  Students will be graded on the quality and content of their journal on a regular basis. 

Passes:  Each student has ONLY three (3) passes (bathroom, locker etc.) for the trimester. Students MUST use their own planner for each pass. Students without a planner will not be allowed to leave the room (passes from the office are the ONLY exception to this rule). Students who have all of their passes remaining at the end of the trimester will receive 25 extra credit points.  Students with two passes remaining will receive 15 extra credit points.  Students with 1 pass remaining will receive 5 extra credit points.  Students with no passes remaining will receive no extra credit points.  Students with more than 5 absences will not receive extra credit points for remaining passes (school related absences do not count toward the 5).

Absences:  All activities are posted on the class web-site: http://mrmilewski.com On it you will find what we did in class the day you were absent.  You are responsible for checking the web-site and making up any homework, classwork, journals, quizzes, and tests that you missed.  

OSS/ISS:  If you are suspended from school for whatever reason and for whatever length of time it is YOUR RESPONSIBILITY to go to the class web-site mrmilewski.com and make-up the work you missed.  The work you missed is due the day you return at the beginning of class.  A test missed as a result of suspension MUST BE made-up at 7AM the day you return.

Cheating/Academic Misconduct:  Students found cheating on any assignment (homework, classwork, test, or project) will receive negative points for the assignment and following persons will be notified: parent, counselor, and principal.  For example, if the assignment is worth 30 points, negative 30 points will be recorded.

Discipline Policy: Detentions will be awarded to Students engaged in any disruptive or inappropriate behavior, students who come to class without their book or without a book cover, and for any other reasons seen fit by the teacher. Detentions MUST be served within two (2) school days of being issued. 

· Detention time is as follows: 



Before school Monday thru Friday in room 122, from 7:00 to 7:30am  

· If a detention remains un-served after two (2) school days of issuance the following procedure will be enacted: 



1.) Parental Notification: A call will be made to notify parents/guardian of the original offense 



and the failure to serve detention. 

2.) 2 for 1: Two detentions will be issued. The first for the original offense and the second for failure to serve the original detention. Both MUST be served within two (2) days after parental notification. 

3.) Referral: If one or both of the detentions remain un-served by the end of the second (2nd) day after parental notification, a referral will be sent to the office. (Referrals go on your permanent record; detention does not.)
